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I    was bought a magic set for 
Christmas when I was 12 
years old, so my interest in 

magic developed from that. 
After learning what the set had 
to teach me I started doing a 
few shows for children’s birth-
days when I was 13 or 14. I 
saw some people demonstrate 
magic at Hamleys once – it 
was really good, really amazing 
stuff, so I guess that has some-
thing to do with it as well.

When I first started 
performing, during one of my 

first family shows, I 
remember seeing 
their reactions and 
thinking that I gave 
them that moment of 

wonder. I think that’s 
why a lot of magicians 
do their magic, because 
they like to see reactions 
from people. Their reac-
tions are definitely where 

I get my buzz. It’s a great feel-
ing to know you’re entertaining 
them and making them happy. 
In the end, that’s why I love 
doing it.

When I first got the magic 
set I went to the library and 
looked up some magic shops. I 
found Davenports Magic Shop 
which is a bit like the shops 
in Harry Potter down Diagon      
Alley. There are wooden cabi-
nets with glass fronts displaying 
loads of tricks and they’ll show 
you tricks behind the counter 
too, so it’s exactly how you’d 
imagine a magic shop to be. 
So I went up there and bought 

some tricks, met a couple of 
magicians and learnt more 
from there. Eventually I worked 
there for a few years.

My first show was pretty 
bad, I have to say. It was at a 
school in southwest London 
and it was for about 20 or so 
six year olds, but they enjoyed 
it, so it was encouraging. I look 
back at it now and think, ‘Did I 
really do that?’, but we all have 
to start somewhere don’t we?

I learn tricks from reading 
books and there are also DVDs 

on the market where magi-
cians show you their versions 
of tricks. I also make up my 
own stuff as well. Usually if you 
have quite a big knowledge 
of something, you can come 
up with your own ideas and 
routines - a bit like a choreog-
rapher does with dance.

There’s an illusion that I 
did last year where I turned 
a woman into a dove. I put a 
dove inside a cage, the woman 
was on the stage and they 
essentially swapped places. I 
do a whole act based on magic 
and music too, that features 
live doves as well, and during 
that routine I turn a cage of 
doves into a white violin. I do 
that trick during my shows at 
the RVT’s Hot August Fringe.

I’d say the trick that I do 
that gets the most amazement 
is the one where I have an 
outline of a dove on a music 
sheet – I throw the sheet in the 
air, a dove flies out of the sheet 
and the outline has gone. That

always gets a great reaction 
from the crowd.

I’ve just come back from 
Las Vegas where I did a magic 
master class. I went to see a 
few magic shows out there and 
one of them was Penn and 
Teller, who you may have seen 
on Channel 4 in the past. Their 
show was probably the best 

I’ve seen. Their best trick is a 
bullet catch. Penn and Teller 
get a member of the audience 
to scratch their initials onto a 
bullet and the audience mem-
ber is then shown how to load 
it. They then fire the gun and 
Penn or Teller catch the bullet 
with the initials on it in their 
mouth. I really have no idea 
how they do that. Although I 
have one or two theories, even 
if I don’t know whether they’re 
close to the truth.

I’ve been fortunate enough 
to ask other magicians for 
some advice. Some of the 
magic trips that I’ve been on 
have really encouraged magi-
cians to improve what they’re 
doing. I met a magician called 
Jeff McBride while I was in Las 
Vegas and he is someone who 
I looked up to a lot when I was 
younger. I was able to ask him 
stuff about how to improve my 
craft and he answered all my 
questions. It’s the same with 
a lot of magicians in Vegas – 

they’re very open and will help 
you out with all your tricks.

But a lot of magicians in 
the UK are quite protective 
of their knowledge and their 
tricks. That’s how I thought it 
would be in Las Vegas too, but 
it’s not. I didn’t actually ask 
how their tricks were done, but 
I could ask about their thinking 
and their inspirations.

In some ways I am        
protective of some of my tricks, 
particularly the ones I’ve come 
up with, but after being in Las 
Vegas and in a really sharing 
environment, I’ve realised that 

if you share, you’re improving 
the art of magic. The more   
that people help each other 
out and the more friendly and 
open people are with each 
other, the better magic will                  
eventually become.
